 Please, do not park vehicles along the school 
south side, within 10m of the pumps, generators, 
hoses, pipes, concrete structures or equipment, 
due to the increased risk of property damage or 
injury. Also, exercise extra caution around hoses, 
as these transport raw sewage under pressure. 
 
Fortunately, soccer events will not be restricted 
during construction, but It is requested of every-
body attending these events to be alert walking 
to and from the fields and to respect the signage 
at all times.
